November 1, 2009 the Philadelphia Regional Port Authority (PRPA) welcomed service at the Packer Marine Terminal with the  
arrival of MSC Natalia which will provide weekly container service to Northern Europe via Mediterranean Shipping Company 
(MSC).  MSC is the second largest container shipping company in the world and an expert in specialized cargo transportation.  Ports 
of call will include Bremerhaven (Germany), Felixstowe (UK), Antwerp (Belgium), and Le Havre (France) along with expedited 
transshipment opportunities to the Baltic and Western Mediterranean.

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If your company is planning a trade activity for new international market development with travel to a foreign  
market or trade show, you may be eligible for a Market Access Grant. Companies can apply for up to $3,000 (with a 
50% company match) to offset expenses such as airfare, lodging, in-country transportation, interpreter fees, or  
exhibition fees. Only one application can be submitted per company per fiscal year. The guidelines have several 
changes this year so please review eligibility notes, program uses, and restrictions. 

 Eligible expenses include:  

 Overseas Trade Show Participation  

 Overseas Trade Mission Participation  

 Foreign Market Sales Trip  

 Subscription to USDOC services  

 Airfare (economy class of service only)  

 Lodging (room and tax only)  

 Reimbursement based on single occupancy  

 In-country transportation to and from a trade event  

 Translation/interpreter fee  

 Non CTD sponsored trade show registration fee, booth fee, equipment rental 
 

MAG applications must be submitted to NTRPDC at least three (3) weeks prior to the proposed activity.   Funds are 
available on a first-come, first-serve basis and are very limited.
